SCHOLARSHIP INFORMATION

THE PERSONAL LEADERSHIP SEMINARS IN CRESTONE, COLORADO

Three Personal Leadership seminars are held annually in Crestone, Colorado: a Foundations seminar (for those new to Personal Leadership) and a Training of Facilitators seminar (for those already practicing Personal Leadership and who want to become recognized Facilitators with PLSeminars). APPLICATION PROCESS

1. We MUST receive your electronically submitted application by January 25, 2011 to consider your request for a scholarship to the 2011 Crestone Seminars.

2. The scholarship registration reduction ranges from $500 - $1000 for scholarships to the Foundations seminar and from $500 - $2000 for scholarships to the Training-of-Facilitators seminar.  Actual reductions are determined based on the available funds, the number of scholarship requests, the information provided on the scholarship application, and the timeliness of the application. When our fund is depleted we will be unable to grant additional scholarships for 2011.
3. Scholarship recipients are responsible for paying the balance of their registration fee and are additionally responsible for travel, lodging, and most meals (see the seminar logistics data online for information on the number of meals that are included in the seminar registration). 
4. Scholarship applicants will be notified by February 5, 2011.
5. A scholarship IS NOT guaranteed until the recipient’s registration and balance of payment is received. Final registration and associated fees MUST be received by February 15, 2011. If registration and final payment are not received by February 15, 2011, the recipient may risk losing the scholarship and it may ultimately be awarded to another applicant.
If you find yourself in a position in the future to contribute to the Making a Difference Scholarship fund or provide research, technical, or administrative services to offset your scholarship, you can help enable us to continue to assist others.
